Draft Of Bylaw Change - Public Notice
Read at the December 10, 2007 General Membership Meeting by Scott Smidt

The desire is to change the responsibility of appointing the Nominating Committee members at the General Membership meeting to appointing the NC at the Executive Committee meeting. In short, a Nominating Committee consisting of 3 to 5 members shall be appointed by the Executive Committee in the previous quarter prior to the elections for the purpose of determining officer nominees. The Nominating Committee will present the slate to the Executive Committee and at the General Membership meeting where the election is to be held. 

Rationale: It has proven difficult, if not impossible, to obtain the Nominating Committee members at the General Membership meeting and thus our elections have been held in the Winter quarter instead of the Fall quarter. The officers look to remedy this with this Bylaw change. The report will first be made to the EC because that is the body which created them. However, it also sets a reachable deadline that will help keep the NC and the entire board on task. Since the elections are supposed to be held in the end of September (fiscal year runs October 1 to September 30th), the Nominating Committee should be appointed in the previous quarter just in case there is no EC meeting coming into September.
This desired Bylaw change affects two Articles.

Currently, our NASWC Bylaws read:

ARTICLE VIII 

OFFICERS
(F)  A Nominating Committee shall be appointed by the general membership of the Association at the general meeting prior to election of officers. The Nominating Committee shall be composed of three (3) to five (5) eligible members of the Association. Candidates for office shall not serve on the Nominating Committee.
(G)  The Nominating Committee shall nominate a candidate for each elected office and shall report the slate at the meeting in which the election is held. The Chairperson of the Nominating Committee shall conduct the election. The Nominating Committee is discharged following presentation of their report to the general membership.
This shall change to read:

ARTICLE VIII
OFFICERS
(F)  A Nominating Committee shall be appointed by the members of the Executive Committee general membership of the Association at the general meeting at the Executive Committee meeting in the previous quarter prior to election of officers. The Nominating Committee shall be composed of three (3) to five (5) eligible members of the Association. Candidates for office shall not serve on the Nominating Committee.
(G)  The Nominating Committee shall nominate a candidate for each elected office and shall report the slate at to the Executive Committee prior to the General Membership meeting in which the election will be held. The Chairperson of the Nominating Committee shall conduct the election. The Nominating Committee is discharged following presentation of their report to the general membership.
Currently, our NASWC Bylaws read:
ARTICLE XIV
COMMITTEES
(E)  A Nominating Committee of at least three (3) to five (5) members shall be appointed by the general membership at the meeting prior to the election of officers. A member cannot serve on two (2) consecutive Nominating Committees. Candidates for office shall not serve on the Nominating Committee.
This shall change to read:

ARTICLE XIV
COMMITTEES
(E)  A Nominating Committee of at least three (3) to five (5) members shall be appointed by the general membership at the meeting prior to the election of officers. Executive Committee in a meeting in the previous quarter prior to the election of Officers. A member cannot serve on two (2) consecutive Nominating Committees. Candidates for office shall not serve on the Nominating Committee. The Nominating Committee shall make its report to both the Executive Committee and the General Membership. The Nominating Committee is discharged following its report to the General Membership in the meeting where the election is to be held.
